Rules and Regulations:

· Entries limited: Entries must be a picture of a barn in Madison County. You may only enter two photographs and they must be of two different barns. Photos can be angled or front view of the full exterior of the barn or a close up of a barn feature.

· Photographs can be either color or black and white. 
· There are TWO steps: 

1) All photographs must be submitted in a digital version in JPEG format in high resolution. They should be emailed to sandy.stevenson@appalachianbarns.org. Entry is not complete unless the digital version has been received.
2) The printed photograph submitted with the entry form must be 8 x 10 inches or 8 x 12 inches on photographic paper. Mail or drop off at NC Cooperative Extension Office (Historic Barn Photo Contest), 258 Carolina Lane, Marshall, NC 28753.
· Exhibitor’s Category (Adult or Youth) + name, email, address and phone number plus the general location of the barn (example: East Fork Rd, Marshall) must be on the back of the photo and all of that information must be included in the email message with digital version of the photo.

All photographs will become the property of the Appalachian Barn Alliance for use in advertising, posters, and brochures and on their website.
